Unllcd Stales Hans to Return Most of

The Award.

Washincton, Dec. 25 China, it Is

planned, will he relieved of paying
eighteen of the twenty-fiv- million dol-

lars demanded by the United States as
indemnity for the outrages perpetrated
upon American citizens during the Box-

er revolt of 11)00.

This action will ho taken because the
Administration, after considering all
the claims filed by Americans who suf-

fered Injury or whiso property was
damaged and the expenses Incurred by
army and navy, lias conic to the con-

clusion that $7,000,000 will certainly
cover the hill. President Ro&scvelt sub
niitted to congress a few days ago a
recommendation that an appropriation
of $2,000,000 he made to enable the pay-

ment of claims presented by Americans.
The naval and military expenses were
less than $5,000,000.

In justice to China, therefore, the
Administration believes she Bhould be
relieved of the payment of the remain-
der or that it could be restored after the
United States receive! tho total sum
At the fame limo the authorities have
no intention of permitting tho other
pmvers to ftmli tic sum the United
Siii'd h ill refuse to accept. China and
n ihey, Is to lie the beneficiary.
