The White Plague.

Widespread interest is being
taken in this country and abroad in
the International Congiess On
Tuberculosis which is to be held in

Washington next September under;

the auspices of the National Asso-
ciation for the Study and Preven-
tion of Tuberculosis. The gather-
ing will be unigue in several re-
spects. It will be the first con-
gress of the sort to be held in this
country, and it will differ from the
earlier Congress in giving greater
prominence to the non-medical as-
pects of the campaign against the
white plague. The outlook will
cover the anti-tuberculosis move-
ment as a whole, and emphasis will
be laid upon the huwmanitarian and
social factors of the problem as well
as upon the medical, surgical and
pathological aspects of it.
