uslted when Dr. Stiles made known
his discovery of the existence of. the
hookworm and stated that a large per
cent of the people of the South were
infected. Many did not believe it then.
A few do not believe it now. Howev-
er, before Dr. Stiles had made his lec-

tures throughout the country he had
lectured at Wake Forest , and Dr. Ran.
kin, the dean of the medical depart-
ment, made an examination of a large
number of students and found that
about 37 per cent" of those examined
were infected with the hookworm.
This-wa- about four years age, before
the general censure of Dr. Stiles.

About four weeks ago Dr. John
Powers, dean of the medical depart-
ment, and Dr. E. E. Stewart, of the
medical faculty, began an examination
of the present student body.
