An early, morning shot of Polk Place in 1936. Taken from South
Building, the picture shows Wilson Library and the top of the Bell
Tower. Legend has it that when the new University library was
constructed in 1929, University benefactor John Motley Morehead
(insert) was taken aback because the new structure was not named
for him. However, in 1930, Morehead and Rufus Lenoir Patterson
built and donated the Bell Tower to the University. Morehead had
the tower constructed in such a way that the pointed top of the Bell
Tower would appear above the rotunda roof of the library in the
form of a dunce cap. Among Morehead's other gifts to the
University are the Morehead Planetarium and the original $17
million of the Morehead Scholarship Foundation.
