world.” He Mid, "I’ve outlived 

the scoundrels.” (Applause.) 
Well, that’s not the best way 

to get rid of enemies. We accom- 

plish nothing by hatred. We ac- 

complish nothing by intolerance. 
We accomplish nothing by bigotry 
in any field, but what I do hate 
is unfairness and injustice no mat- 
ter by whom it may be exercised. 
We had prepared what I thought 
was a fair labor bill in the Wag- 
ner Act, then followed it up with 
a fair labor standards legislation 
which was a pioneer law. We had 
to take what we could get and 
all we could get was a minimum 

wage of 40 cents per hour. Now, 
ir^our platform last year we prom- 
ised the American people we would 
raise that standard, that minimum 
wage from 40 cents an hour to 
75 cents an hour. You know how 
much 40 cents an hour is. Have 

you ever sat down in the calmness 
of the night and figured out what 
it means for a man who is the 
head of a family with a wife and 
children who receives only 40 cents 
an hour? That is only $4 a day 
fft- a 10 hour day. It is only 
$3.20 for an 8 hour day. No man 

with a family can afford to sup- 
port'that family according to the 
American standards on $3 20 a day
