Exercise Cherokee Trail II, the 

seventh in a series of guerrilla 
warfare exercises conducted by 
the Army’s Special Warfare Cen­
ter atForr t Bragg, will be held 
March 23 to April 2, the Depart­
ment of Defense announced to­
day.

ly enrolled in the Special Warfare 
School.

The Uwharrie area lies largely 
in Montgomery 'County but in­
cludes parts of Moore. The area 
involved in Moore is the whole 
western edge of the county, west 
of an approximate line from Pine- 
hurst to Robbins.

The guerrilla warfare games 
were conceived by the Army’s 
Special Warafare School as a 
means of giving soldiers practical 
training in the kind of special 
warfare being waged in Southeast 
Asia today.

Representatives of the Army 
District Engineers are presently 
convassing a seven-county area 
for land and' property rights in 
connection with the exercise. 
Counties involved are Randolph, 
Davidson, Montgomery, Moore, 
Richmond, Anson and Scotland. 
George Hughes of the Office of 
the District Engineer in Wilming­
ton, heads the team of men who 
will contact landowners. The area 
’-nvolved in Moore County lies 
along the entire western edge of 
the county, west of a line from 
Pinehurst to Robbins.

As in previous military exer­
cises involving private lands, ex­
treme care will be taken to pre­
vent damage to property and 
crops, the Army’s announcement 
said. Troops will avoid trespassing 
on cultivated lands and no heavy 
military vehicles — such as tanks 
— will be used during the exer­
cise, it was stated.

Daring Cherokee Trail II the 
seven-county area will be dubbed 
with the fictitious name, “Pine- 
land.”
