Qreatsat Conflaarationa, Which Starts 

From the Smaliect Blazes Qan 
Avoided by Precaution— 

Denver's Don*ta.

The Clean Up and P ain t Up cam­
paign reduces fire insurance rd tes and 
fire losses. In one year the campaign 
reduced C incinnati’s  annual fire insur­
ance prem ium s over $160,000. In his 
proclam ation of la s t year, John T. 
VVinship, M ichigan S ta te  F ire  M arshal, 
sa id : **The average annual American 
fire loss for the last ten years period 
was $230,000,000. This is $630,000 
each day, $20,000 each hour, or $400 
each m inute."

T ^e annual loss through lack of 
painting is g rea ter than  the ihinual 
loss by fire. Cleaning up and paint­
ing is a  long step tow ard fire preven­
tion. This rids homes anil business 
houses of accum ulations of rubbish 
th a t a re  liable to  s ta r t fires and are 
menaces to  a  im m u n ity . Remember 
th a t all fires a re  the sam e size a t  the 
s ta rt. A t the sam e time, the alleys 
should be cleaned; fences and sheds 
should be rep a ired ; vacant lots should 
be cleaned and tin  cans, paper and 
dead weeds emoved.

Denver's List of Don*ts.
H artford , Conn., institu ted  a  clean 

up and pain t up campaign and then 
it  stayed clean. The following year 
the fire loss w as reduced $%,000 and 
the death ra te  w as reduced 5 per cent. 
The resu lt in  Boston was th a t the 
following year there  were 1,003 few er 
fire alarm s and, from  a  health  stand­
point, it  was declared to  be the best 
year in the history of the city.

The Denver Clean Up and P ain t Up 
campaign committee d istributed an 
effective fire prevontion c ircu lar; the 
“dont’s” can well be followed by every 
citizen in every com m unity:—

“Do not perm it rubbish, greasy rags, 
paper and useless w aste to accum ulate 
in or around buildings.

“Do not allow matciies kept in  your 
homes, offices and stores in other than 
m etal boxes. Use safety  matches.

“Do- not allow children under ten 
years of age to  use m atches.

“Do not use lamps and lam p burners 
th a t are  not clean.

“Do not forget to clean your chim­
ney and Steve pipes ©ccasionally.

“Do not tam per with or extend elec­
tric  w ires; employ an electrician.

“Do not keep  gasoline in other than 
air-tight cans painted red.

"Do not fill tank of gasoline stove 
when lighted and by daylight only.

Rubber Gas Tube Dangerous.
“Do not perm it a rubber tube con­

nection to a gas stove.
“Do not empty ashes in o ther than 

m etal cans.
“Do not carelessly throw  cigar and 

cigarette  stubs wliere they could cause 
a  iire.

“Do not perm it the use of wood cus> 
pidors.

“Do not fail to  w arn your children 
of the dangerous bonfires.”

Most preventable fires originate in 
neglected i*ubbish, in back yards, a t­
tics, cellars, etc. Clean Up and Paint 
Up—m ake your home and community 
sanitary, beautiful and safe.
