It is the one thing that
has helped him most during the
days when things seemed dark-
est, when victory seemed a long
way ahead.

Haywood county with folks he

knows and loves.

We're unspeakably glad that
peace has come at last, and that

these boys will soon be home

once more. We sincerely trust
that American boys will never
again have to experience the
horrors and heartaches of war.
