inches in diameter. Place small balls on top of large ones to makesnowmen. Use whole cloves to make eyes, nose, mouth, pipe and but¬tons. Use small round candies for hats. For high hat put severalcandies together with a bit of hard sauce. Chill until firm and readyto. serve. Makes 6 snowmen.
