New Stadiim To Be Dedicated
Dediciation Nears The

striking new football stadium
at North Carolina State Uni-
versity is n earing comple-

tion. Dedication plans have
besn made for the opening
game, Saturday, October 8,
with the University of South
Carolina.

Only minor landscaping and |
details on the 40,000 - seat
structure are yet to be com-
pleted. This artist's painting
Finley Fieldhouse exactly as
fans will see them this fall.
The three - tiered press and
television headquarters on the
southwest rises 11 stories
(115 feet) above the playing
field and is served by an ele-
vator. The parking lots around
the stadium will accommo-
date 14,000 cars and open in-
to five access roads.

The $3.7 million structure
has been under construction
for about a year. The ticket
booths, concourse, paving,
fencing and concession faci-
lities are now being complet-
ed

Architects consider the struc-;
ture aesthetically "beautiful**
?perhaps the most beautiful
in the Southeast as well
as functional. Only one or two
stadiums in the nation of its

size have a closer average
seat distance from the playing
field.

L. E. Woo ten and Associ-
ates, Raleigh engineer-
ing firm, designed the struc-
ture, with Milton Small and
Associates, Raleigh, as archi-
tectural consultants.

"Even though a hospital in
your community may not be
participating in Medicare,
there are still certain services
which it provides that may be
covered," Robert C. Thomas,
district manager of the Salis-
bury social security office sta-
ted today.

These services are outpa-
tient or clinical and are cov-
ered under the Medical In-
surance part of Medicare. "A
<5 year-old person who signed
up for the $3 part," Mr. Thom-
as continued, "in addition to
getting help on his doctor
bills, would also get help on
hospital provided diagnostic i
tests and certain therapy. This
might include such services as
blood tets, EKG's and X-ray
treatment, provided to outpa-
tients by a hospital."

Bills would be \u25a0paid by the'
Medical Insurance at the ratel
of 80 per cent after the pa-
tient paid the fif*st I'M each
calendar year.

"Emergency inpatient ser-
vice is also covered even in
non-participating hospitals. If
you have an accident .- break
a bone, have a stroke- hospi-
tal service in non-participat-,
ing hospitals would be cover-
ed."" - «?* *

The factors that must exist
tor an umeigeinj are: <H -no
participating hospital is readi-,
ly available; (2) the service
is required for preservation of
life or prevention of serious
impairment to patient's health;
(3) the physical certifies the
service covered an emergen-
cy situation.

All three plants have simi-
lar effects. The skin (eta red
and itchy; blisters usually de-
velop. Affected akin areas,
and the watery leakage from
blisters, are highly infectious.
Severity depends on how sus-
ceptible you are and how in-
tense was your contact with
the treacherous plant. An at-
tack can last from a couple
of days to couple of weeks
or longer.

No specific cure is known,
but relief from itching my
be obtained by washing the
affected area promptly with
soap and water, sponging with
rubbing alcohol, and applying
calamine lotion. If discomfort
persists, appy a wei compress,
using Burrow's solution dilut-
one part to about 25 parts
of water. If the attack is
really serious, call a doctor.
