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While many brides and grooms no longer follow 
traditional wedding-expense breakdowns to the “T,” 
most use the generally accepted rules at least as a starting 
point. According to The Amy Vanderbilt Complete 
Book of Etiquette, expenses for the wedding should be 
assigned as follows.
