Will Not Employ Union Labor.

The mills
are well stocked with goods, goods are
low in price and cotton is very high.
Until prices are better adjusted, the
mill owners wonld probably prefer to
shut down for some time, if they conld
keen their help.

There are many non-union men in
the county, one mill, the “Windsor,”
working on full time with not a union
man in it. The owners declare that
they will have enough men to operate
most of their machinery, and if they
have tojclose indefinitely, they will not
employ” union labor.
