Ths greatest damger this country has
to fear la not from fire and war, bal
fiom over extravagance of Its people for
this causes waste of personal resources
on all sldes, whiah leads toa period
when the entire covntry finda itself liv-
ing far beyond its means, and some dis--
turbance at such tlme easily npsets
many people by demandlug of them to
prompily moet llabilitles which they
are unable at the iime to do.
