FIRST USE OF TEA.

Amn Anplent Legend Ascribes It to =
Hing of Chinn,

By whom or when the use of tea for
drinking purposes was first discovered
is lost [n antiquity. It is spoken of as
o famous herb In Chinese lltérature as
far back ns 2,000 years B. 0., at which
time its cultivation pnd classification
were almost as thorough and complete
aa they are today. One of the anclent
legends says that its virtues were sc-
cldentally learned by King Shen Nung
She, the Chinese monarch who 18 also
known as “the divine husbandman,"”
who, the record says, flourlshed forty
centuries ngo. He was engaged in bofl-
ing water over a fire made of the
branches of the tea plant and careless-
ly allowed some of the leaves to fall
into the pot.

The liguid which he expected to come
from the vessel simply as sterllized
water was miraenlously converted Into
an elixir of life by the accldental ad-
dition of the tea leaves. Boon after it
became highly esteemed in all the orl-
ental citles and was used as a royal
gift from the Chinese monarchs to the
potentntes of southern and western
Asin,

This same King Shen Nung Bhe not
only eafmed the titla of respect by
wlilch he was known through the dis-
covery of the virtoes of tea, but be-
cause of belng the first to teach his
people how to make and nse plows and
many other lplements of husbandry.

THE PENGUIN.

It Is Awlkward on Land and a Gym-
nast In the Water.

A kind of penguln, the adelie, Is n
laugh provoking bird. Adelles aro
most Inquisitive and at times are In
such a hurry to follow up a clew that
they will scramble along the lce on
the belly, pushing with their legs and
using thelr flippers alternately like the
paddle of a canoe. They get over the
ground at an astonighing rate, and it ls
hard work o overtake a penguin when
it takes to this means of locomotion,
egpecially when It doubles, In the
water the penguln is perfeetly at home,
diving and steeplechasing In grand
style, It ean jump clean out of the
water and pop down on the lee exacl-
Iy llke some one coming up through a
trapdoor on the stage and dropping
on his feet. The penguinsg collect In
enormous numbers and are sometimes
geen marching about like a reglment
of soldlers in Indian file, all ncting In
unison.

A much larger penguin, the emperor,
weighs sixty or seventy pounds and
gtands well over three feet high, It
possesses the most extroordinary mus-
cular powers in its flippers. When pre
sented with the end of the skee stick
the emperor gives It such o smanck that
one's bands tingle. At the same time
It utters an angry guttural exclunon-
tion.

SHEEP IN INDIA,

They Are the Faovarite Beastn of TNar-
den In Mountainous Reglons.

In Tibet and among the mountalnous
part of Indla sheep are employed ns
carrlers, The mountaln sheep of these
distriets, true to Its nature, Is remnrk-
ably sure footed nnd can carry loads of
twenty-five pounds, or even more, over
steep erags and  precipltons poths
where hardly any other nnimal could
find a footing.

In the Inner ranges of the Himnlayns
the yuk cow and the hardy wountaln
sheep are the favorite beasts of bur-
den. BSheep withstand the Intense cold
of the higher parts of Tibet much more
enslly than the yak and ean better face
the stony ronds.

Bheep carrying from seventeen to
twenty-five pounds of hagguge and lv.
Ing entirely on the scanly grass found
growing by the way accompaniad Naln
Bulgh, the famous Indian explorer, on
a journey of more than a thousand
miles, It Is very common In the Him-
alayaa to load sheep, high up -n the
mountains, with bornx- and then to
drive them down to the plainsg, where
they are shorn of thelr wool and re.
turn laden with graln or salt.
