London lies but a short dis-
tance from both our east and south
consts, On the east there is nothing

and the month of the Thames,
nothing to prevent this sea fog
being driven by the prevailing wind
over the metropolis,. When it
reaches the city the cloak of watery
vapor prevents the regular diffasion
apd dissipation of the smoke of the
city into the surrounding atmos-
phere, and fur a time the sea mist,
mixed with Lopdon smoke, hangs
over us and gives us what we eall
a London fog—the essential basis
of which is water, not smoke., The
same thing can be observed to
proceed from asouthwesterly direc-
tion.
