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Burglary is the breaking and 
entering of a dwelling home, or 
to any roomuaed as a sleeping 
apartment in any building, of 
another, In the nighttime, with 
the intent to commit a felony 
therein. '• > 

Burglary Is generally com- 
mitted with an Intent to steal, 
but there are frequent cases 
where the intent is to rape or 
comlmlt other crimes. 

The particular crime in North 
Carolina is divided into two de- 
grees, first and second, depend- 
ing upon the actual occupancy 
of the duelling or sleeping 
apartment at the time of the 
commission of the crime. 

If the habitation is actually 
occupied at the time of the 
commission of the crime, It la 
burglary in the first degree and 
punishable by either death er 
life imprisonment. If the habita- 
tion Is not actually occupied at 
the time of the commission of 
the crime, it is burglary in the 
second degree and punishable 
by either life imprisonment or 
for a term, of years in the dis- 
creation of the Judge.
