Only by cooperation between the citizens and the
chamber of commerce and by working together may
the desired results be achieved. The Black Mountain
chamber of commerce belongs to YOU. If it doesn’t
do the things which you think it should, YOU and
only YOU have the power to change it. It takes no
more energy to work constructively within the
chamber of commerce than it does to complain of
what is not done—Cooperation will accomplish
wonders.
