Five Year Plan For 
Prosperity Of World 
Amsterdam. Holland. Aug 26.—A 

five-year world prosperity plan was 

outlined to delegates from twenty 
countries attending the world so- 

cial-economic congress today by Dr 

Louis L. Lorwin. of the Brookings 
Institute. Washington, D. C. 

He told 300 economists, industrial- 
ists. labor leaders and government 
officers that a general five-year 
moratorium on all war debts and 

reparations payments was the first 

necessary steps to give the world a 

breathing spell from what he term- 

ed its most aggravating and dan- 

gerous post-war problem 
Such a moratorium would leave 

open final settlements of the debts 
and reparations question, he said,
