Too many farmers have only small
flocks to supply eggs and birds
cnly for consumption on the farm.

ustrian Winter
Peas Suggested
For Fall Planting

|Seed Is Low In Price and Crops En-

riches Soil and Makes Good
Winter Feed.

(By Extension Department)

Though all three of the winter-
growing legumes commonly planted
in North Carolina each fall are
nearly aqual in value for forage and
goll improvement, it appears that
this is the year to plant heavily of
Austrian Winter peas

“My reason for making this sug-
gestion is that the seed of the Aus-
trian pea is comparatively low in
price as compared with erimson
clover and vetch.” says Enos 0.
Blajr, extension agronomist at State

College. “Field demonstrations show |

that when other things are egual,
crimson clover, vetoch and Austrian
Winter peas make about the same
yield of hay. They also give about
the same Increase In soll fertility
when turned under; but, for some
reason crimson clover seed and
vetch seed are high in price this
season and if the winter peas may
be purchased at a less price there
is no good reason why they may
not be substituted for vetoh and
clover.”
