The South Brunswick Interchurch
Council is studying the need in
Brunswick County for day care for
the elderly, a growing segment of the
local population.

According to spokesman Isobel
Beebe, day care might consist of a
place where the elderly could be
cared for during working hours
(similar to day care for children),
provided their condition permits
themn to leave home.
