“It just felt bad on
his stomach.”

“Ceftin,” an antibiouc usually used
Lo treat upper respiratory problems,

“It wasn't a very strong dose,”
Gause said. “He ok two tablets as
far as we can determine at this time.”

Shallotte Police Det. Carey Gas-

kins said doctors pumped the stom-
ach of the boy at the hospital. The

drugs had been prescribed to a 15- .

year-old boy who attends the school.

Police said Tuesday afternoon
they hadn’t been able to question the
sick student and weren’t sure if the
drugs had been given to him or if he
took them from the other student’s
Jackel.
