Schmidt admitted that he went
on a "shopping crazc" during his
iwo weeks at Ocean Isle. Among
other things, he bought shirts here
for $20 that would have cost $70
back home.

"Golf is getting extremely popu¬
lar, especially in the last two years,"
Schmidt said. "I feel we are just on
the beginning of the tide in Ger¬
many. This is a great opportunity
for this area."

For Brunswick County to take
advantage of the opportunity, Pope
says the area must make it easier to
exchange foreign currency and pro¬
mote the county so more people
know how to get here.
