BELVIDERE HOUSE NOMINATED - Belvidere in Per-

quimans County has been nominated for inclusion in the Na-
tional Register of Historic Places by Larry E. Tise, State
Historic Preservation Officer. The Register is described as
a national list of distinctive properties worthy of preserva-
tion because of their historical or other cultural value.
Belvidere is Georgian style plantation house
distinguished by its unusual and dramatic
roof. The porch, modillion cornice, and interiors are hand-
some, representative Georgian elements that demonstrate
the wealth and taste of the Newby family for whom the
house was built. It was built in the mid to late 18th century
(tradition says I77Xfor either Thomas Newby or his son.
