The driver’s seat 
was pushed way back, as 
if to suggest somebody 
taller drove the car and 
parked it.

Bosta weighs about 150 
pounds with brown curly 
hair, blue eyes and was 
last seen wearing a white 
T-shirt, white shorts and 
slip-on shoes.
