HOLLYWOOD
Acknowledged internati-
onally as one of the most
skilled and effective press
agents in modern film
history, Warner Bros. black
executive Vincent Tubbs
was one of a dozen persons
inducted into the nation’s
first Black Filmmakers
Hall of Fame recently.

The Oscar Micheaux
Awards ceremonies,
sponsored by the Oakland
(Calif.) Museum of Art,
marked the first time a
press agent has been
honored alongside star
actors and actresses.

DIRECTOR Gordon
Parks, Sr. and Agent Lil
Cumber were also inducted
into the Hall of Fame’s non-
performing category for
their “‘contributions to the
success of Blacks in films
and the opportunities
pioneered for others.”

TOP FILM stars honored
were Ossie Davis, Katherine
Dunham, Clarence Muse,
Lorenzo Tucker, Beah
Richards, William Mar-
shall, Theresa Harris and
Juanita Moore. Presenters
of the awards included
Directors Mark Warren and
Maya Angelou; actresses
Vonetta McGee, Tamara
Dobson and Paula Kelly;
actors James A. Watson, Jr.
and Bernie Casey and
musician Jon Hendriks.

TUBBS BECAME one of
the industry’s first studio-
employed publicists in the
early 1960's and the first
Black to head a film trade
union. Credited with out-
standing star-making and
behind-the-scenes work for
employment and
upgrading of minorities in
movies, he is presently
director of community
relations for Warner Bros.
