"Oh, yes, you will," was the reply;
and after some further conversation,
Mr. Hill offered to give twenty-five
thousand dollars. He was told that
that wouldn't do. Then he offered to
give ffty thousand dollars, but was
told that that amount also was too
small. Along In the small hours of
the morning Mr, Hill ylelded, so that
within three days the fund of six hun-
dred thousand was ralsed.
