QUESTION: Are there any 
herbicides for controlling crota- 
laria in soybeans? 

ANSWER: No. The best thing 
to do is to avoid planting soy- 
beans in fields known to have 
crotalaria. Crotalaria plants 
that appear anyway, should be 
removed by hand. If crotalaria 
seed get mixed with the harvest- 
ed soybeans, they could cause 
the soybeans to be turned down 
by buyers. 

QUESTION: How much is it 
costing North Carolina farmers 
to produce top hogs ? 

ANSWER: A recent survey of 
17 producers Showed that farm- 
ers growing hogs on concrete 
need $16.28 per hundredweight 
to breaik even. The survey also 
showed that farmers growing j 
hogs on pasture can 'break even 

at $14.73. These prices included 
all expenses, including taxes, 
feed, buildings, pig cost, depred- 
ation, labor, interest on invest- 
ment, etc. The higher break-even 
price for concrete feeding was at-j 
tributed mostly to higher cost; 
rations fed. 

QUESTION: How much land 
do North Carolinians now have 

in the Conservation Reserve of 
the Soil iBank? 

ANSWER: 268,307 acres. This 
is an increase of 82,414 acres ov- 
er 1959.
