the fact that innumerable oppor- 
tunities for the summertime ver- 
sion of this sport exist in VV. 
Since the mid-40’s water skiing 
has become increasingly popular 
in North Carolina, probably as 
an adjunct to a greatly increas- 
ed interest in pleasure heating. 
And one reason for the accelera- 
ted tempo of pleasure 'boating is 
found in the north-central por-j 
tion of VV — just a short drive, 

On a recent weekend my fam- 
ily and I were amazed with t'he 
from the picturesque and pro- 
gressive city of Henderson, 
tremendous boating and water 
skiing activity on the John H.

adequate space (between <75,000 
acres of water) to ardently pur- 
sue these pleasures. 

Boat launching facilities are 
plentiful at various points a- 
round the lake at no cost. One 
concludes that the majority of 
boating enthusiasts transport 
their boats via trailer; however, 
a number of boats can be seen 
at the permanent moorings and 
docks. 

Fishing is also excellent at 
this lake. A leading national out- 
door magazine has proclaimed 
Korr Lake as one of the 100 best 
bass lakes in the U. S. In f li- 
tion, roekfish, crappies and 
bream are plentiful in season. 
The fact that you may not own 
a boat should be no deterrent in- 
asmuch as fishing and motor 
boats are available on a rental 
basis at several points around 
the lake. 

For a brief family outing, 
lakeside 'picnic areas with sel- 
lers, dressing rooms and boat 
launcing ramps add up 'to a day 
of real fun. Or, if you’re the out- 
door type and camping enthusi- 
ast, you will find ample facilities, 
including tents, available for a 
nominal charge. 

Those less inclined toward 

“roughing it” will prefer the 
cabins located at SatterwWite’s 
Point (Just a stone’s throw from 
Hennderson.) Here alL of the 
staple necessities, excepting lin- 
ens, are provided at a weekly 
cost that is entirely reasonable. 
But whether you prefer tent or 

cabin, be sure to reserve these 
in advance. 

Regardess of your length of 
stay, the entire family will enjoy 
“sunning” on the 'beaches and re- 

freshing dips in the cool waters 
of Kerr Lake. To put mom and 
dad at ease, lifeguard services 
are available at Bullock’s Land- 
ing and Satterwhite’s Point. 

Be assured that you’ve a real 
treat in store once you’ve set 
your plans for a visit to Kerr 
Lake. The Hennderson Chamber 
of Commerce, 111 W. (Montgom- 
ery Street, will be pleased to 
supply full information desired.
