response to the vicissitudes oi 
life. A disease of tins nature 

hardly .in be expected to respond 
to a pill or a poti >n or be cun*d 
by a single .-nurse of some pan- 
area. 

Hypertension requires a life- 
time of management. The patient 
and Ins doctor, working together, 
plan .1 living pattern, supplemen- 
tal by various medical procedures, 
that will result in the longest and 
most useful life the patient can 
live. 

In dealing with hypertension, 
first there must be a medical his- 
tory anti .1 complete physical ex- 
amination Therapy often in- 
clude... various medications which 
your doctor prescribes. Diet and 
weight control may bo an impor- 
tant pan of the treatment. And 
a planned way of life often is es- 

sential. involving lioms of ex- 

ercise. period* of rest and fre- 
quent vacations away from the 
problems of home and the stress 
if business.
