Under our present laws, it is
difficult to prove that tense sell-
ers of worthless drugs and de-
vices intend to defraud the con-
sumer. It is, therefore, your re-
sponsibility to see that you and
your family are not vietims.
There is a market for cheats
only when there are gullible buy-
ers,
