Do you know what your

house is worth in today’s
market? Setting the right ask-
ing price is an important part
of selling the property: Set it
too high, and you frighten
away prospective buyers who
are honestly seeking a home
like yours; set it too low, and
you don't get the right return
on your investment.

Thefirst step is to check the
recent sale prices of com-
parable houses in your area.
