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10 College Students Awarded
Scholarships By Foundation

CHICAGO, m. Ten outstand-
ing Negro college students have
been awarded four-year medical
scholarships from a $60,00(1 grant
announced today by the Alfred P
Sloan Foundation, and National
Medical Fellowships. Inc., of Chi-
cago.

A step toward helping alle-
viate the critical shortage of

Negro doctors in the U. S., the

first National Medical-Sloan
Foundation awards were marie
possible by a $60.00(1 contribu-
tion from the Sloan Founda-
tion for the 1960 school year.

Announcement of the grant wa
made jointly by Dr. Arnold J. Zur-
cher. Executive Director of the

Sloan Foundation, and Dr. Frank-
lin C. McLean, emeritus professor

of physiology at the University of
Chicago, and Secretary-Treasurer
of the NMF.

According to EBONY Magazine,
j whose August issue explains the

work of National Medical Fellow-
ships, there is only one Negro doc-
tor to every 4.567 non-whites, an

alarming statistic considering that
one physician to every 770 persons
is the desirable ratio for effective
medical care.
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
